
EMBLEMS USED BY THE 61st AIR BASE GROUP AND ITS PREDECESSORS
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	The 6592nd Support Group was the original designation of the organization responsible for the infrastructure used by SMC’s predecessors.  The Group was established on 16 November 1959.  Its emblem was approved on 10 September 1969.
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	The 6592nd Support Group was redesignated the 6592nd Air Base Group on 1 August 1971.  The Group developed a new emblem, which was approved on 27 July 1983.
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	The 6592nd ABG was redesignated the 655th Air Base Squadron on

1 October 1993 as a result of an Air-Force-wide restructuring of support groups.  Since squadrons are authorized to display their emblems within disks, not shields, the 655th ABS adapted the emblem of the 6592nd ABG.  This adaptation was approved on 19 January 1994.  The 655th ABS was inactivated on 1 October 1994.
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	The 61st Air Base Group was activated at Los Angeles AFB on

1 October 1994.  It was so designated by HQ USAF to preserve the heritage of a highly decorated transport and troop carrier group established in 1940.  The 61st participated with distinction in many campaigns of World War II as well as the Berlin Airlift and later actions.  The emblem is that of the original group, approved in 1951.
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
