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LOS ANGELES AIR FORCE BASE, Calif. -- Lt Gen Brian Arnold, Space and Missile Systems Center commander, Los Angeles Air Force Base, met with the Palos Verdes Peninsula Unified School District (PVPUSD) School Board Thursday (Jan 23) evening to discuss an initiative, which will increase educational options available to military parents for their high school age children living in military housing at Fort MacArthur (including Pacific Heights, White Point and Pacific Crest) in San Pedro.

The Los Angeles Unified School District’s San Pedro High School provides a quality education.  Los Angeles Air Force Base has numerous military dependents that excel at San Pedro High School.  LAAFB is strongly committed to the success of San Pedro High School through the use of our volunteers.  Our parents volunteer their time at school administration functions and tutor San Pedro High School students.

Military children and their parents bring a broad range of experience and a commitment to education with them.  We believe they make a real contribution in whatever school environment they find themselves.  By providing these educational options it makes it easier for LAAFB to recruit and retain top quality scientists, engineers, and acquisition professionals from across the country.

This initiative would broaden the choices for the military family by offering them additional choices and allowing some military dependents the opportunity to attend high school at one of the two PVPUSD schools.  LAAFB military children attend a number of different South Bay high schools today. Fifty-two students attend San Pedro High School.  The majority of students who attend San Pedro High School would likely choose to remain there, even if other options emerged. For some students, the additional option of attending one of the two Palos Verdes high schools would allow them to continue the educational track they are currently pursuing. This is due to the fact that many members assigned to LAAFB arrive in the area only to find out that based on the curriculum they had been enrolled in at their previous schools, classes may not be available.
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
