SAMPLE MODIFICATION LANGUAGE


PREPARATION OF CONTRACT MODIFICATIONS

1. The introductory paragraph describes the purpose or purposes of the modification. There is no standardized wording for this introductory paragraph because it states the purpose of each individual modification.

2. Statements should be brief and concise. Generalized statements should not be used. Those changes to the attachments (e.g., statement of work, contract data requirements list (CDRL), cost/price, fee/profit, incentive/award fee plan, government property list, etc.) that cause the adjustment in cost/price are stated first. Then, as a result of these changes, all other changes to contract Sections and attachments are stated.

3. Changes may be made either by direct language or page substitution. In some cases it may be necessary to cite and incorporate a contractor’s letter or proposal in the modification. However, use of this approach should be avoided if at all possible.  The page substitution method is preferred.  The page substitution method is particularly useful for contracts that you expect to issue in excess of ten modifications.

4. The amount of detail required to describe the modification cannot be easily defined. The introduction should contain enough information to clearly convey to the reader the overall content of the modification. 

5. Subsequent pages contain sample modification wording for the introductory paragraph followed by recommended wording for the specific changes that the modification is implementing.  In summary, the introductory paragraph succinctly summarizes the purpose of the modification, and subsequent paragraphs make the required specific contract changes.

6.  Questions regarding how to structure modifications should be addressed to the appropriate SMC/PKC reviewer or the backup reviewer for your organization.  If neither person is available, please contact anyone in SMC/PKC.  Please note that the recommended language was developed over the course of many years and used by the centralized contracting office to write documents prior to its decentralization.  Also, please note that the recommended language is for specific circumstances and may not include all circumstances.

I.  SAMPLE INTRODUCTION/PURPOSE PARAGRAPH WORDING

EXAMPLE #1 – Engineering Change Proposal (ECP)

a.  The purpose of this modification is to incorporate the changes directed by ECP-001, dated 01 JAN 2004, which requires the inclusion of the waffle widget when testing the gadget. 

(1) As a result of this ECP, paragraph 3.12 is added to the Statement of Work and CDRL A027 is being revised at an increase in target cost, estimated cost and target fee of $12,728,612.00, $12,728,612.00 and $1,272,621.00, respectively. 

(2) The delivery date for CLIN 0001 is extended to 01 JAN 2004 but the period of performance ending date remains unchanged. 

(3) No additional funding is included in this modification.  Funding of this effort shall be subject to the “Limitation of Funds” clause.

(4)  The award fee plan and small business subcontracting plan are being revised to reflect the negotiated agreement.

Example #2 – Incremental Funding

a. The purpose of this modification is to incrementally fund CLINs 0001 through 0006 in the amount of $5,000,000.00 through the period 01 JAN 2004.


Example #3 – Award Fee

a. The purpose of this modification is to increase the earned award fee by $768,112.00 as a result of a determination by the Fee Determining Official. Funds in the amount of $768,112.00 are also being obligated.

Example #4 – Option Exercise

a. The purpose of this modification is to exercise Option 5 for CLINs 0011 and 0012 at an increase in total contract amount of $5,512,725.00, which continues the factory field support effort through FY92.  No additional funds are being obligated by this modification.

Example #5 – Undefinitized Contractual Action (UCA)

a. The purpose of this unpriced supplemental agreement is to provide for the stretchout of the Titan IV program. This action includes the following: production stretchout of Titan IV cores, liquid rocket engines, payload fairings, Centaur upper stages, storage vehicles from FY04 – FY06 and incorporation of the mixed fleet capability.
