TOPIC:  SMALL BUSINESS RESPONSIBILITIES OF THE PCO

REFERENCES: FAR 19.0, 19.1, 19.2; DFARS 219.201; AFFARS 5319.5; AFSPC 5319.201

DEFINITION: A ”small business concern” means a concern, including its affiliates, that is independently owned and operated; and is not dominated in any field of operation in which it is bidding on a Govt. contract; and it is qualified as a small business under SBA criteria and size standards, which are established on an industry-by-industry basis.

KEY INFORMATION: 

A. It is the policy of the Government (Congress) to provide the maximum practicable opportunities in its acquisitions to small business, HUB ZONE small business, small disadvantaged business, veteran-owned business, and women-owned small business concerns.

B. SMC is committed to the utilization of small businesses, and presently has a goal of 6%, based on total SMC dollars obligated.

C. Small businesses shall also have the maximum practicable opportunity to participate as subcontractors on SMC prime contracts.

D. Contracting Officers have the responsibility to take the following actions, per FAR 19.202:

1. Divide proposed acquisitions of supplies and services into reasonable small lots or quantities;

2. Plan acquisitions so that more than one small business can perform the work;

3. Ensure that delivery schedules are on a realistic basis to encourage small business participation;

4. Encourage prime contractors to contract with small businesses;

5. Provide a copy of the proposed acquisition package to SMC/BC and the SBA Procurement Center Representative (PCR) early in the acquisition process. The package shall include:

i. DD Form 2579 “Small Business Coordination Record”(required over $10K);

ii. The Source List;

iii. A copy of the J&A (if applicable);

iv. Synopsis of the proposed action;

v. SAMP;

vi. Supporting documentation: PR, SOO/SOW, Acquisition Plan, component breakout.

6. In small acquisitions, the PCO may proceed with the RFP if the SBA/PCR has not responded to the DD Form 2579 within 5 working days for non-R&D acquisitions; a minimum of 15 working days is required for an R&D acquisition. Clock starts when SMC/BC forwards DD Form 2579 to SBA/PCR (no later than 5 working days of SMC/BC’s receipt).

CONCLUSION: PCOs are obligated by FAR 19 to support the Small Business Program and assist SMC/CC in meeting our annual goals.
