TOPIC:  Congressional Notification/1279s
   DATE:  12 Dec 01

REFERENCES:  FAR 5.303; DFARS 205.303; AFFARS 5305.303

DEFINITION:  The report of contract awards/modifications (excluding unexercised options) of $5 million or more provides advance notice of contract awards to members of Congress and other high-ranking Government officials. These reports are used to make press announcements, etc by those who vote for our appropriations; therefore pay careful attention to the reporting requirements.

The contract negotiator prepares the 1279 Report and coordinates it with SMC/PAS and SMC/PKXC at least 4 working days prior to award date. The report is then faxed to SAF/LLP at DSN 227-3520 (1-(703) 697-3520) or DSN 223-9453 (1-(703) 697-9453) (verify current fax numbers at AFFARS 5305.303-91(b)(6)) and follows up fax with a confirmation call. Electronic copies of the final DD1279 are to be provided to SMC/PAS, SMC/PKXC, and SMC/PKXC Contract Distribution.

KEY INFORMATION:  

a. Use estimated amount of contract to determine if awards for indefinite-delivery/indefinite-quantity, requirements, time-and-materials, labor hour, and similar contracts meet the DOD threshold for public announcements.

b.  For source selections, if the winner is being announced without a concurrent award, submit the report and add the following statement in item (1): “Report is for announcement of source selection winner only.  No award is being made now.”  “When award is to be made, submit a new report, with following statement in item (1):  “Report is for contract award.  Source selection winner was previously announced on [insert date].”

c.  Information on awards shall not be released and awards shall not be made before the established release time of 1700 Washington, DC time on the award date specified in the DD-LA- (AR) 1279 report.  This applies to all situations except emergencies in accordance with 5305.303-91 (b)(4).

d.   Reports containing classified information shall not be sent.

e.  Change Orders with an estimated value of $5 million or more will be reported before the change order is issued.

d. Change Orders originally estimated at a value less than $5 million, and subsequently negotiated at $5 million or more, will be reported IAW FAR 5.303.

e. Letter Contracts, excluding option potential, will be reported when face value is $5 million or more. Options exceeding $5 million shall be reported when formally exercised by the PCO.

f. Item 4 - if the contract award is over $50 million, then the detailed long-line accounting appropriation data is required. If contract award is less than $50 million, list the dollars obligated, followed by the total amount of money expiring at the end of the current fiscal year (Example: $27,660, 754.00; no expiring funds).

THRESHOLDS:  OT Agreements that exceed $5M are subject to Congressional notification and public announcement (1279 report).  AFMC/PKT submits an annual report to Congress on all OT Agreements.
