TOPIC:  DD Form 250, Material Inspection and Receiving Report (MIRR)

REFERENCES: Webster’s Dictionary, FAR 46-Quality Assurance, DFARS 246, and Appendix F, Material Inspection and Receiving Report (instructions)
DEFINITION: Delivery- (Webster’s) the act of delivering something; something delivered.


Deliverable-(?) supplies/services identified in a contract that needs to be delivered

Acceptance- the act of an authorized representative of the Government, which constitutes acknowledgment that the supplies or services conform to the applicable contract quality/quantity requirements. 

KEY INFORMATION:  

- Acceptance is shown by use of an acceptance certificate on an inspection or receiving report form or commercial shipping document/packing list.

--Acceptance may take place before delivery, at the time of delivery, or after delivery, depending on the provisions of the terms and conditions of the contract.

- MIRR is required for all deliverables.  However, it is not required for:

(1) Contracts awarded using simplified acquisition procedures/Fast Payment Procedure (FAR 52.213.1);

(2) Negotiated subsistence contracts; 

(3) Contracts for fresh milk and related fresh dairy products; 

(4) Contracts for which the deliverable is a scientific or technical report; 

(5) Research and development contracts not requiring the delivery of separately priced end items; 

(6) Base, post, camp, or station contracts;

(7) Contracts in overseas areas when the preparation and distribution of the MIRR, by the contractor would not be practicable;

(8) Contracts for services when hardware is not acquired as an item in the contract; and,

(9) Indefinite delivery type contracts placed by central contracting offices, which authorize only base, post, camp, or station activities to issue orders.

- Location of acceptance varies between two locations (Block 21 of MIRR): 1) Origin, DCMA signs-off in-plant, or 2) Destination, PCO/designated representative.


-- For origin, an inspection stamp must be stamped prior to DFAS making payment on any invoices.

- Applies to warranties but is very tricky, especially with defects.
