Steve Moran has been head of Cost Modeling and Risk Analysis at Lockheed Martin Missiles and Space (LMMS) since 1987.  During that time he and his staff have supported the satellite side of the business in the areas of proposal “should cost” analysis, proposal cost risk analysis, life cycle cost analysis and design-to-cost management.  Steve was personally in charge of the effort to use CRIMS on the successful LMMS SBIRS proposal effort.  He is currently involved in the implementation of the Parametric Cost Estimating Initiative at LMMS and in developing a user-friendly cost modeling capability for use by engineers and manufacturing as an integral part of the satellite development process.





Steve has a BS in mathematics from Seattle University and has done a year of graduate work in mathematics at Purdue university.  He has been involved in risk analysis and the use of monte carlo simulation techniques for various applications for over 30 years.  He spent 6 years at Lockheed doing missile performance and accuracy analysis, during which time he used monte carlo simulation to determine the value of Lockheed’s performance incentive fee from the Navy.  He then spent 5 years in the commercial software business as the Risk Analysis Product Manager for a monte carlo simulation package targeted at acquisition and new product rate of return analysis.  In that capacity, he was personally responsible for the mathematical and statistical algorithms in the package and also actively involved in marketing the product and consulting to the target audience.
